Online Learning

If our school moves online, our day will be very
similar to physical school
The school day is from 8.40am - 3.30pm (8.30am -1lpm on
Wednesdays)
Your child will meet their Tutor online at 8.40am to check in and
prepare for the day. This may include:

o A reminder of what live classes they have that day

o A reminder of what assignments are due that day
Your child will follow their normal timetable like in school
However they will not have 9 live online classes in a row
They will have a mix of live online classes and self-directed learning
assigned for other classes throughout the day
The time of specific online classes for individual subjects will be
shared with teachers and students if the school closes.
Following our Acceptable Use Policy which students and parents

The following expectations are outlined:

School rules apply. Holy Child Community School’s Code of Behaviour
will be applied where deemed appropriate.

Communication and collaboration via virtual learning environments
must be about educational matters with the exception of Guidance
Counsellor/Chaplain or teachers who are designated to offer 1:1
support (with parental permission)

Only students who have been invited by teachers via Google
Classroom or Meet may join that class. All invites will be sent using
pre- assigned school email accounts only. Use of personal emails are
not permitted.

Students must choose a workplace that is suitable for the online
classroom. Students are to be aware of what others will see in the
background.

Students are to dress appropriately for classroom presentation.



1 Students are expected to be on time for online classes. Attendance
at class is to help the student with learning and maintain positive
relationships which are key to the pastoral care approach undertaken
by Holy Child Community School.

1 Students are not permitted to take screenshots or photos of others
online.

f Students are to engage in a manner that is respectful of individuals'
views online.

o Google Sheets, similar to Microsoft Excel, used for
spreadsheets and graphs

o Google Forms for quizzes and assessments



Google Classroom

! The main Google App used for Online Learning is Google Classroom

f Google Classroom is designed to help students and teachers
communicate, collaborate, organise and manage assignments.

f Students can download Google Classroom as an App on their phone

f They can also access it through their email and the 9 Dots like above

1 Each teacher will set up a “Classroom” for their subject and class.
For example 2" year English.

1 The teacher will either add the student directly to the class or share
a code with the class

1 The To do and Calendar buttons will help students see what

assignments are due and when they are due
